MAKE YOUR CLASS SELECTIONS CAREFULLY 
 
PAYMENTS 
Payment is expected immediately after booking your registration and classes. Payment can only be 
made by credit card,Visa debit or Paypal.  Payments are processed through the KAN credit card 
merchant, Paypal.  You do not have to have a Paypal account to pay by credit card.  
 
TRANSFER 
If you've booked but then can't attend, please contact KAN in the first instance as we will advertise it for 
sale. If we are unable to sell your ticket, you can gift your space to another fully registered KAN 
participant to attend in your place as long as you let KAN know beforehand. If you are unable to attend 
& have not prearranged for someone to take your space you will not be refunded for the class ticket. 
 
CANCELLATIONS & REFUNDS 
Should you wish to cancel your BASE REGISTRATION at least 30 days before the commencement of the 
event, we'll give you a full refund minus a $30 admin fee (all fees EXCLUDING class costs) 
If you cancel within 30 days of the event, we'll refund 25% of the fee (EXCLUDING class costs) 



If you cancel within 7 days of the event, or do a no-show on the day of the event, you'll be liable for the 
full purchase price. 
All CLASSES are non-refundable - you are able to swap, sell or transfer your classes (see above) 
 
Moral of the story: KAN tickets are like concert tickets - and these terms will be strictly met. 
 
CHANGE TO CONTENT, POSTPONEMENT, EVENT CANCELLATION & COVID 
In the event that Covid Level restrictions apply and force the cancellation of the event, the liability of the 
organisers is limited to the return of paid fees to KAN. 
 
The organiser will not be liable for travel or accommodation costs incurred.  
KAN does not have a reserve date scheduled.
